Ramblin Roy’s Ram-
bling through computer
fileswhile working (it'sa
relative term) our daugh-

ter's garage sale. Found are several
plaques/signg/articles etc. you may find
interesting. LOUD PIPES — “the louder
the exhaust the better the car” an axiom |
have always lived by. The first things
done to every acquisition is duel exhaust
and lowering the front suspension. Y ou
see, the rear is seldom too low, THE
FRONT ISTOO HIGH.

Starting with my 1% car, a’50 Ford
2-door purchased from a shirt-tail

relative doing body work out of his ga-
rage that had fixed the rust, nosed &
decked the car and repainted it Cadillac
metallic forest Green and not gotten
paid, so through a “mechanics lean”
owned the car. The 1% thing, after my
dad shelled out $150, the car went right
to abuddy’ s house to heat the coil
springs and put on LOUD duel exhaust
exiting wide out the rear.

To make al-o-n-g story alittle shorter,
the most recent acquisition along with
about 75 in-between went straight to the
shop to get duels and lowered front-end.
One of the things that always |ooked too
high in the front. Dad had several Toro-
nado’s like the ' 72 Eldo that were for-
ever long in the front, short in the rear (if
a 19 foot 7 ¥ainch car can have anything
SHORT) and alwaystoo high in the
front.

The age of torsion bars of course
makes the remedy relatively easy. No
torch required, just turn the adjusting
screws down. Even the cars with coils
springs up front have received the
slightly more refined technique of cut-
ting one round of spring of instead of
heating them with atorch. Yup, the 92
Cadillac, '99 Olds, ' 02 Ranger, even the
Motor home, went directly to the shop,
sometimes even before getting home
from the purchase sight.

Onetimethe ' 78 Bonneville that re-
ceived the treatment actually got us
home from taking our daughter back to
college at Stout in Menomonie, Wl ina
snow storm the snow was coming up
over the hood at times. In the old days
the rule-of -thumb was that if a pack of
Lucky Strikes (without filters of course,
filter didn’t come along ‘til later) just fit
under the frame the ride height was just
about right. Now days we use a 2x4 (3
¥5" tall). The’80 Eldo doesn’'t make it so
we can't straddle 4x4 or much road-kill.
Once parts of a dead skunk everyone

else had apparently cleared came home
scattered along the bottom of the car, our
Husky/Malamute went nuts when we got
in the driveway.

Another time, we hit an already dead
deer in the road and went air-borne.
When we landed we watched for the oil
light to go on, indicating we had done in
the oil pan. It didn’t come on and every-
thing el se seemed to work all-right so we
kept going. However, the hair and hide
on the bottom of the car caused the dog
to go nuts again when we got home. This
is one reason to turn the muffler clamps
etc, with the exposed studs pointing up
S0 as not to snag itemsrun over.

Maxine always wondered why the
manufactures didn’t build the vehicles
right in the first place. What with quite
mufflers, 5" or more ground clearance,
not to mention the tires and wheels al-
ways needing to be changed, but that’s a
whole other story. Tiresare my all time
favorite toys. That's probably why, in a
past life, | joined our best friend Darwin
in the tire business. There | could get
paid for plying with tires all day instead
of spend a fortune changing them on
everything we bought — right after the
exhaust and lowering of course.

We certainly got off the intended sub-
ject of plaques, signsand articles but I'll
send some pictures along anyways.
