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A Custom Built 1953
Cadillac Eldorado
Convertible

It is generally known
that whiskey loosens the
lips of even the most reti-
cent man; and for my part,

you may include Martinis among those
persuasive beverages that do so.

And so it was in any case, at Mancini's
in May when Jerry solicited volunteers
for written articles for Dick Moeschter's
magnificent club news paper, THE
HERALD. Jerry's timing is impeccable,
knowing as he does, exactly how many
cocktails are required prior to asking for
those volunteers. Imagine my surprise,
when after only two "elixirs" | saw my
hand elevate itself into the air and |
heard my voice say, "l will..............

However, the '53 Eldo story idea led
me automatically to the interesting man |
wanted, because the particular vehicle |
was thinking about is already connected
by story line to the man - Dave Kotz. In
the early 1960s, and while still in col-
lege, Dave became enamored of a car
which at the time was not available to
him, but a car in which he never lost
interest. This vehicle was a one of-a-
kind among a breed that was itself,
unique. This illustrious Cadillac was a
factory one off full blown Eldorado.

We'll rejoin this story, but first, for
those of you who may not know all you
should about Dave Kotz, | will take the
liberty here to mention that besides
being himself a very fine writer, Dave
was THE HERALD's first editor, the
club's first secretary, and one of the
original three founders of the North Star
Region. He has owned some of the
club's finest automobiles and among
others; he still has a 1951 convertible
with factory air. | believe it is correct to
say that gorgeous machine is unique in
all the world. Of all his great
automobiles that | have seen, it was
perhaps where he stored them that
provoked in me the greatest awe; Dave
once owned one of the finest private

1953 Cadillac Eldorado Convertible
and also, one more very interesting guy.
That guy is Don Voss, who some of
you know completed a restoration a few
years back on a '53 Eldo that was origi-
nally purchased by a Hollywood movie
studio for the personal enjoyment of a
celebrity, who, if | don't miss my guess,
was named Liberace. You can of course
ask Don to correct me on that if I've
erred, and while you are about it, per-
haps you might ask him and Nancy to
write an article of that whole episode,
which would make very interesting
reading.

Now, back to our story. As we
mentioned earlier, this is a chronicle of
a rare automobile among rare
automobiles. The 1953 Eldorado
Convertible existed of a mere 532 units.
Each unit was essentially hand built by
Cadillac. This is the saga of one special
individual out of five hundred and
thirty two of those fabulous cars ever
built.

It began in 1948 when John
Alexander, a wealthy paper company
executive from northern Wisconsin,
began lobbying Cadillac test engineer
Frank C. Burrell, to equip his Caddy
with a supercharger. Burrell thought
that a bad idea but after relentless
lobbying by Alexander, Burrell
managed some relief by getting
Alexander to settle for a dual carburetor
installation for a '49 that Alexander, by
that time, owned.

Burrell says, "But he kept bugging
me; he wanted a supercharger. He had
had a Cord with a supercharger, and he
wanted all kinds of stuff. | finally broke
down and put it out for him, and it
ended up on the 1953 Eldorado. It was
finished in '54, by the time we got
through all the monkey business. So we
were actually fooling with it for about
six years".

John Alexander told Burrell that he
wanted to have the most outstanding
appearing and performing convertible
in his part of the country. The
automobile he got was spectacular in
both appearance and performance.

Next to greet the eye of the fortunate
observer, is the elegant re-contouring of
the rear fender wheel cutouts. | guess, if
you're going to have exposed exhaust
you must match it by discarding the
fender skirts. Whatever defines beauty,
this magnificent machine is breath tak-
ing.

As you might expect, a car like this
would present some surprises inside as
well, and our '53 Eldo shall not
disappoint you. A comprehensive
instrument panel was fitted into the
speedometer cowl, comprised of aircraft-
type gauges and instruments; among
which could be seen, an engine-hours
gauge. Added to which, upon the
dashboard one will find a specially
designed plaque, announcing the name
of the very fortunate original owner, Mr.
John Alexander.

Frank Burrell never did test the actual
horsepower of this Roots Blown Cadil-
lac, but he was willing to assume it to be
certainly at 300 hp. When asked about
its top speed, Burrell said, "The engine
speed wouldn't necessarily be increased
with a blower. The car will run as fast as
the engine will go normally, so without
reducing the axle ratio you're not going
to gain any top speed". And then he
added, "We had about 130 mph top
speed. That's where it just plain ran out
of engine. It just wouldn't go any faster.
But it had tremendous acceleration!"

Now, dear reader, you may remember
that earlier in this chronicle | mentioned
that this unique and fabulous 1953 Eldo
Convert is connected by story line to a
man; Dave Kotz by hame, and indeed
