   At any rate Dave shared many wonder-
ful old stories of he and Charlie at Her-
shey, PA, and accounts of mansions here 
in town with "turntables" in the garage 
so that a car could be driven straight into 
the building, turned 180 degrees on the 
turntable, and then driven straight out 
again. Those must have been more popu-
lar prior to power steering, I'd wager.  
   Now in respect to the third of this tril-
ogy of letters, Charlie wrote to Dave that 
the letter he was forwarding to him, writ-
ten by a Cadillac dealer named Eastman, 
dated April 3, 1913, was found in some 
old family records.
