body was produced/used by Cadillac. The recent
establishment and recognition of the Modified
Chapter further extended the acceptance of more
drastically modified vehicles. The type and number
of modifications | incorporate will obviously result

in more deductions in the scoring process. A heavi-
ly modified car will more than likely never receive

a trophy at a CLC judged event regardless of the
quality of the workmanship. It is just the way the
judging is set up. But because many CLC members
choose to actively drive their cars rather than own
a 100 point museum piece, a touring class has also
been established. This class allows a car with a few
minor modifications, a partial restoration or show-
ing some wear to be judged against cars of a simi-
lar condition. This seems to be the class that most
of our cars should be considered unless they are in
like new condition or have been fully restored. |
have chosen not to fully restore.
