      From The Drivers Seat...

As I sit behind the wheel, glancing into my 

rear view mirror, I am thinking of the sales 

slogan used by the Packard Motor Company 

in the early years of the automobile. As you 

know, Packard was one of the big boys in the 

luxury car field from the early 1900õs until 

Cadillac caught up and surpassed them. 

Packardõs marketing was somewhat sedate 

and understated, despite the flowery lan-

guage used. New features were touted and 

advances were announced, but regardless of 

the flowery words used, their advertisements 

always ended with the tag line; òAsk the 

Man Who Owns Oneó. This motto is truer 

today than ever before when it comes to re-

pairing and maintaining our older vehicles. 

Most of our cars are between 20 and 80 years 

old. Few, if any, old time mechanics are still 

around from the era when these cars were 

everyday drivers. Most shops will tell you 

they can do any needed repair, but what is 

the cost to you going to be? Here is where 

another cliché comes into play; òTime is 

Moneyó. The cost of repairing your car is 

directly related to the time your mechanic 

spends on your repairs. If your mechanic is 

not familiar with Quadra -Jets or Carter car-

buretors, he has to learn about them before 

doing any of the needed work. You will pay 

for this education in one way or another! If 

your mechanic is a fast learner, you may end 

up with a satisfactory repair. If not, you will 

have spent your hard earned dollars with lit-

tle to show for your expenditure. This learn-

ing curve can be shortened if you do your 

homework and have a complete set of manu-

als for your particular vehicle. These manu-

als are the most important tool you have in 

your garage workshop. Make these manuals 

available to your mechanic anytime you have 

work done. Much of this information may be 

available on the internet but I have never 

seen a mechanic with his MAC under the 

hood. Many times a careful reading if these 

manuals will turn a seemingly complicated 

project into a series simple steps that you 

can accomplish. Other times the instructions 

will convince you that you are in way over 

your head. Either way you have learned a 

lot. If you are in doubt, òAsk the Man (or 

woman) Who Owns Oneó.  The national 

and regional directories list the various 

years and models of Cadillacs and LaSalles 

owned by club members as well as a list of 

club technicians specializing in specific years 

or component systems spanning all the years 

of manufacture. I am sure that there is 

someone in the club that has dealt with the 

same problem you are having and would be 

more than willing to help with expert advice.

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NORTHSTAR  CADILLAC LA -SALLE CLUB  
      
FALLS IN THE SPRING TOUR  2010

The tour started at 5:30 AM for most partici-
pants. Actually, of course, it really started 
much earlier with planning, making reserva-
tion and -so-forth, especially for Duane & 
Linda Warren, our tour masters. For this 
writer, it started three days earlier in ear-
nest. Even before that it started with decid-
ing which horse to ride.  
 
As with many of you, there are multiple 
horses in the stable to ride. Which one to 
ride this day, for several of us, came down to 
which horse was least lame. After a long win-
ter off, our rides often show up with ail-
ments in addition to those we knew about in 
the fall and were prepared to deal with in 
the spring, or had simply procrastinated 
about.  
 
So, the trusty old black horse we had ridden 
on the fall tour turned up lamer than 
thought and the back -up had long been in 
need of a vet. (not a Corvette, although that 
would be nice, but, a veteran auto person) 
Three days before the tour, the even older 
redõs ailments just had to be addressed. Call-
ing in the vet and trusty assistants the back -
up horse was put into ICU and rehab.  
 
Three days later red was turned out to re-
spond to the gate call at Emma Krumbees in 
Belle Plane before 8:30AM for oats 
(breakfast) and pre -run briefing of the own-
er, jockeys and handlers. Ten horses showed 

up with more than twenty jockeys and han-
dlers. One was late and one failed to make 
the gate but nine answered the call and left 
the gate at 9:30AM.  
  
One horse, a late model pearl white job, 
(remember Joe & Tim from the fall outing) 
that was the one that came to the gate late, 
missing the pre -race meeting, promptly 
missed the first turn. The rest of the field 
waited down track for the errant riders to 
correct their early miss direction and re -join 
the pack. It was not the last mid -tour hesita-
tion of the leaders for various reasons to al-
low the pack to re -group.  
 
Unlike a horse race, this event is more like a 
pony express run, with scheduled stops to 
rest up, gain information, socialize, re -
mount and go onto the next stop. The first 
hitching post was Nicollet County History 
Center, where we reviewed how the area was 
òpurchasedó from the native Indians led us 
to understand why the native Americans had 
reason to be dissatisfied with the process.  
 
From there we had an exclusive tour of the 
Cox House, the first Mayor of St Peter, MN. 
This site had a hitching post & carriage step-
ping stone. It was difficult to get our nine 
rides reined -up to a single post. Also none of 
our rides were high enough to require the 
carriage stepping stone. The experience gave 
us all an appreciation of the life and times of 
early life in our home state. It was also in-
teresting how this piece of history survived 
the wide spread devastation due to tornado
(s) in recent history.
